A Guidon not Forgotten

The carrying of banners, flags or standards intdeébgoes back to dimmest times of distant histdhe Israelites
carried their sacred standard into war, as did_#gonsof Romeand the knights of old. Used as a rallying and
recognition symbol, a specific military flag or ‘loar” was a means to identify with that which a pad soldiers
was most loyal to. By the Fifteenth Century, cofowere receiving consecration by regimental antiaivclergy
as a model of religious allegiance and honour-balutgt for those that bore and followed them. Onthefearliest
recorded consecrations of colours in Canada toadepih Halifax Nova Scotia on 31 May 1777, wherfating
Chaplain presented the colours to théRattalion, Regiment of Royal Highland Emigrantkey could also serve
as an altar in the field by piling the drums andering them with the colour. This service remaimsnodern
Canadian military ceremony. Once consecrated, dhlmics are closely guarded and, when uncasedodrenoured
by a salute. Colours are to be destroyed if threstavith capture by the enemy. In peacetime they#en held in
a sanctuary, in the form of a church, until needgain. It was not until after 1855 that there wamg formal
regulations in the British and Colonial militaryré@s governing the disposal of colours. Until th&arn-out
colours were disposed of at the discretion of tben@anding Officer (CO). Some were burnt, some puand
shared out amongst the Unit's Officers, some kgmild Colonels and even, in one case, buried wilb@ased
CO. Queen’s Regulations for the British Army of 8§%ovided that retired colours were to now renmaivperty of
the Crown and were to be laid up in either sacrd@ublic buildings. Current Canadian Forces Reguiatstate
that, when no longer required or un-fit for furthese, colours are to b&afd up’ or “depositedin the same sacred
or public buildings.

A cavalry/armoured regiment carries as its colot@®aidon” derived from the old French wor@&uydhommt the
guide or leader of horse that carried the banrtertiattle. Emblazoned on it are symbols and deiorgiertinent to
a unit as well as, often, the Battle Honours eaimethat unit. Many units have too many and usuatily a
sampling is displayed on their Guidon. The earlpesiinnings of Cavalry in New Brunswick (NB) cantbeced to
John Saunders, a forcibly up-rooted Loyalist froirgWia. Raising a troop of cavalry to fight the Antan rebels
in 1775, “Saunder’s Horse” never knew defeat uhgl British surrender at Yorktown in 1883. Upon @gpon from
their homes by the victorious rebels, Saundersieis and their familiesstttled in the Saint John and
Kennebecasis valleys of NB.
